As | mentioned in the fall 2017 Issue of the
Wayhill, it's time for everyone to get back to spending
time at their workbench and/or layout. Train-room
season is here. It's great to be able to spend time
working on the hobby and active modeling gives the
modeler a good sense of accomplishment.

There is another side of the hobby we don’t
want to forget. Don’t forget the social aspect of
model railroading. You need to get out of the train
room every once in a while and spend time with other
modelers. Checking out the event calendars shows
there are plenty of opportunities to do just that.
